ANU Admission Evaluation

After admission to RU, students who meet both the English Language
Requirement and the Academic Requirement at the end of the semester in
which they have taken courses totaling 32 credits (in principle, at the end of
the second semester) will be eligible for an admission evaluation conducted by
ANU. If admitted by ANU, students will be able to begin taking courses offered
by ANU and continue working toward earning degrees from both universities.
The admission evaluation by ANU is conducted only once while enrolled at RU.
Students who do not meet the requirements or who are not admitted through
ANU’ s evaluation will continue in the RU Major (the single degree track) and
pursue the Bachelor of Global Liberal Arts degree awarded by RU.
